Current plans for
resumption of the study
call for a two-year, $3
million study effort that
would be performed in
1984 and 1985. The $3
million is contingent
upon approval of the
Korean National
Assembly. This effort
would conceivably com-
plete the feasibility
study, with the excep-
tion of an estimated $4
million model test.

The Ministry currently
plans to complete- the
necessary engineering
studies and construction
of the first phase (Seoul
to Paldang) of the project
between 1986 and 1990.
The second phase for the
rest of +the plan,
upstream from Paldang,
would be completed bet-
ween 1991 and 2000.
