There’s a something new in FED, if
you haven’t seen it yet, should make a
point to soon. Two new signs announcing
the Army’s long-standing requirement
for all government employees (military
and civilian) to wear seatbelts while
operating or riding in government
vehicles have been posted over the
compound exits.

The signs are just a small part of the
District’s renewed emphasis on a seatbelt
program. In addition to the signs, Col.
Fulton will be issuing a seatbelt policy
statement; mandatory seatbelt use
stickers will be placed in government
vehicles; the motor pool has been
requested to check all POVs to assure

seatbelts have been installed and are
functioning; promotional material
dispelling many of the excuses for not
wearing seatbelts distributed; a “Make It
Click Pledge” program initiated; and the
film “Room To Live” shown t{o all
employees.
