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APPENDIX “D” – ELECTRONIC BID SET (EBS) REQUIREMENTS

1. At the advertisement stage, the A-E is required to submit drawings in CAL  and specifications in PDF format in addition to the hard copies required in the submittal schedule.   The advertisement stage may be at 90, 95 or 100% submittal stage.   If a project is advertised at the 100%, the A-E is required to submit drawings in Computer Aided Design and Drafting (CADD)  and CAL files, and specifications in PDF and Microsoft Word format.  The CADD files shall be used primarily by the construction contractor to prepare  the as-built documents.   The CADD files shall be in either in either AutoCADD “.dwg” or Microstation “.dgn” format.

2. A text file with the description of the plotting procedures including the type of plotter, reference files, type of plot files created, a description of pen color, pen thicknes setting or tables, color tables and attribute files are required.

3. Specifications shall be prepared using SPECSINTACT.  This shall include scanned images of catalog cuts, product sheets, and other materials required for the construction contract document. The scanned documents shall be submitted in Acrobat .pdf  format.  For specifications to be developed using the SPECSINTACT (SISGML) System Software,  FED Basic Guide Specs prepared by FED must be converted to SPECSINTACT format.  The following are two methods for converting word files to SPECSINTACT files:

a. Method 1 – WordSpec:  WordSpec is loaded in Word as a Document Template.  This template allows for the text and formatting of a document.  With WordSpec, FED Basic specifications can be converted to a WordSpec document using Utilities/Adapt to WordSpec.  When the document is made into WordSpec document, it can then be converted to SPECSINTACT files with the appropriate tags applied.

NOTE:  Converting word files to SPECSINTACT files is not perfect and requires manual editing to fully convert the files with proper tagging.  Tags are already missing from the Referenced (RID tags), Reference Titles (RTL), and Section Titles (SEC tags).  Often text tags are in the wrong places.  WordSpec has built-in reporting capabilities that alert the users to editing problems before the specifications are converted.  If  WordSpec is unable to convert the files, then Method 2 should be used.

b. Method 2-“Cut and Paste”:  Information from the FED Basic word document in placed into SPECSINTACT Sections by copying and moving information to appropriate paragraphs.  For example you can cut and paste from a  FED Basic Word document 04200 Masonry into a CEGS 04200 Masonry section making sure you place the information in the proper places with the correct tagging.  FED Basic Section information can also be placed in a blank Army Master Template using the same method.

5.  The A-E is required to prepare Technical Specifications and Submittal Register in the SPECSIN TACT system.  The Bidding or Proposal Schedule and List of Drawings may be done in Word.  The A-E is responsible to obtain the latest FED Master from FED Specification Section.

6. EBS and SPECSINTACT:  SPECSINTACT work very well with Acrobat in converting to pdf files for EBS.  Project Specifications are printed to pdf files and SPECSINTACT will automatically create a pdf folder in the Print folder of the job.  

7.  All files pertaining to the project shall be submitted on 5 ¼” CD.   Number of hard copies (includes Mylars) required for submittals at each design stage  shall be in accordance with Appendix A, Submittals/Schedule.
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
