the next phase. Far East District Deputy Resident Engineer
Karey Park said so far everything is going as planned.

“Im glad to say that concrete placement on the runway is
in full swing. On a typical production day, we are placing
approximately 550 cubic meters of concrete by use of a slipform
paver, in addition to installing a new runway drainage system,
electrical manholes, and base cans for the runway navigational
aids. About 4,800 cubic meters of concrete have been placed
so far, and we are looking forward to seeing the first aircraft
take off from the new runway once the overlay is complete.”

Base was awarded
on Sept. 30, 2016. Osan
holds the Air Force’s oldest
runway, built in 1952, and
has supported countless
operations from the Korean
War to today.

This project is a full
replacement by unbonded
PCC overlay to the
entire runway surface,
including asphalt concrete
shoulders, airfield lighting
system, and the runway
overruns. This project is
being built in five distinct
phases, with each phase
being completed in its
entirety before moving to

n 26 August 2018, we

of the independence of Costa Rica, El
Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, and
Nicaragua and 16 September, Mexico
declared its independence; 18 Septem-
ber, Chile. The month, celebrates the
histories, cultures, and contributions
of American citizens with ancestors
from Spain, Mexico, the Caribbean,
and Central and South America. The
National Council of Hispanic Employ-
ment Program Managers, announced
the 2018 Hispanic Heritage Month
theme: “Hispanics: One Endless Voice
to Enhance our Traditions.”

ith any of the below symptoms or signs, immediately call for medical evaluation by a medical provider.

If medical provider. is not immediately available, call 911.

INDICATIONS OF POSSIBLE HEAT ILLNESS

MORE COMMON SIGNS / SYMPTOMS
+ Dizziness

Headache

Dry mouth

Nausea

Unsteady walk

Weakness

Muscle cramps

IMMEDIATE ACTIONS

Remove from training
Allow casualty to rest in shade
Take sips of water

While doing the above, call for Medic
evaluation of the soldier (Medic will
maonitor temperature and check for
mental confusion)

If no medic is available call for
ambulance or Medevac

SERIOUS SIGNS/ SYMPTOMS
+ Hot body, high temperature

» Confusion (Do Mental Status
Assessment)

Womiting

Involuntary bowel movement
Convulsions

Weak or rapid pulse
Unresponsiveness, coma

Immediately call Medevac or ambulance
for emergent transport while doing the
following:

Lay person down in shade with feet
elevated until Medevac or ambulance
arrives

Undress as much as possible
Pour cool water over person and fan

Give sips of water while awaiting
ambulance (if conscious)

Monitor airway and breathing until
ambulance or Medevac arrive

MENTAL STATUS ASSESSMENT

A sign that the soldier is in a serous life-threatening
condition is the presence of mental confusion (with
or without increased temperature). Anyone can do
a mental status assessment asking some simple
questions:

Call for emergency Medevac or ambulance if any
of the folfowing exist:

What is your name?
(Does not know their name.)

What month is it? What year is it?
{Does not know the month or year.)

Where are we/you?
(Does not know the place where they are al.)

What were you doing before you became ill?
(Does not know the events that led to the present
situation.)

July — September: Unfavorable due to increased precipitation and poor trafficability and with low
ceilings and visibility due to haze, rain and fog

Yellow dust: Average 3-5 events; reduced visibility

Most significant threat to personnel are isolated thunderstorms (strong winds and lightning with limited

rainfall amounts), heavy rainfall, and high daytime temperatures

Typhoon season begins mid June and reaches peak in July and August

Monsoon season begins in late June and continue to influence weather through early September
Flood risk maximum in July and August
